CALL FOR PROPOSALS

Proposals are sought that:
· Portray examples of successful teacher education experiences, including courses,  programs and field experiences

· Describe successful induction and mentoring 

· Recognize exemplary teaching, both university faculty and K-12 teachers

· Exemplify excellent research in teacher education 
· Describe successful efforts to recruit diverse teachers and leaders 
· Celebrate efforts that produce successful teachers

· Demonstrate the impact of teacher education on leaders,  teachers and their students
· Encourage partnerships with schools and the community 
Individuals are invited to submit proposals for the presentation of a paper, a panel, or a workshop. Participatory formats are especially encouraged. Presentations should have a practical, applied orientation. All sessions will be 50 minutes in length. You need to submit a cover page and an abstract of 200-300 words describing points to be discussed and practical applications. Do not send complete papers.
All presenters and co-presenters must register for the conference by Oct. 1, 2004
ABSTRACT OF PROPOSALS FOR SESSION SHOULD INCLUDE:

1. Cover Page: Use the attached form for the cover page for submission of your abstract. Include the title of the paper as you wish it listed in the conference program; the full name, address, organizational affiliation, telephone/fax numbers and e-mail of all authors; and a one paragraph description (30 words or less) of your presentation for the conference program.

2. Two Copies of an Abstract: Send two (2) copies of an abstract of the presentation (fax or email submission is acceptable). The abstract is to be no longer than two (2) pages (200-300 words) and the document should include only the full title of the paper and the abstract.

These materials are to be received NO LATER THAN August 1, 2004. A committee comprised of members of GATE/GACTE/GAICTE will review the proposals and give notice of their decision as soon as possible. Send all proposals to:
